FINANCIAL REPORT 

Sue Harrigan presented the Financial Report for 20120 which will be 
published in the Annual Report and available on the WGAP website.

Total WGAP revenue is $230,002.31 and expenses totaled $192,446.40, 
yielding a net increase in assets of $37,555.91.  The cash reserve balance 
is $585,670.01.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

PURCHASING REPORT ï Pat Carbone 

The 2020 total prize budget was $17,525.  With a total spend of $13,532, 
we were under budget by $3,233.  Because tournaments were cancelled 
due to COVID, there are prizes left over from the 2020 season. 

TOURNAMENT REPORT ï Karen Thomas 

Despite COVID, WGAP was able to successfully conduct 32 tournaments.  
Three tournaments and five Invitationals were cancelled due to COVID. 

Participation was up 14% this year and several tournaments were filled 
100%, but we still have ñcapacityò in our tournaments. 

WGAP had a new event this year, the Fall Festival for the Western Team 
Match Clubs, which was held at the Berkshire CC.  

The Tournament Eligible Player Program was not implemented this 
season. 

The J.W. Platt Class A was played as well as the Class B, C, and D.  
Charging each player $100, WGAP was able to donate $3,636.29 to the J. 
Wood Platt Foundation. 

The new policies, Pace of Play, Code of Conduct, and Terms of 
Competition that were instituted in 2019 have been refined.  WGAP has 
added consequences for violations of the Code of Conduct.  The Code of 



Conduct is now on the WGAP website and whenever a golfer signs up for 
an event, that golfer will attest that she has read and understands the Code 
of Conduct. 

Karen thanked the Executive Committee, all of whom work at our 
numerous tournaments.  More importantly, members of many Clubs 
volunteered which improves the experience for our golfers who may not 
know the host club.  A big thank you to all who volunteered. 

TEAM MATCH REPORT ï Sue Anderson 

The entire Team Match Season was cancelled due to COVID and, 
therefore, all policies and formats will be the same for the 2021 Season.
